Vinesh Chandel, Co-Founder & Director of Indian Political
Action Committee (I-PAC), transitioned from being a Supreme
Court lawyer to political consulting, playing a key role in
Narendra Modi's 2014 campaign. Over the past decade, I-PAC
has managed 12 election campaigns across India, influencing
around 50% of the country's 4200 constituencies. Furthermore,
I-PAC has pioneered the political consulting industry in India,
engaging over 10,000 professionals and providing opportunities
for young Indians to actively participate in electoral politics.
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
